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CONSTITUTION

1.
PURPOSE OF THIS AGREEMENT

The purpose of this agreement is to amend the constitution of the ELRC to incorporate changes that have been legislated in the Labour Relations Act and to ensure compliance with the Public Finance Management Act.  

2.
SCOPE OF THIS AGREEMENT

This agreement applies to and binds:

The employer, and

All the employees of the employer as defined in the Employment of Educators Act, 1998, whether such employees are members of trade union parties to this agreement or not.

THE PARTIES TO COUNCIL NOTE AS FOLLOWS:

The Labour Relations Act, No. 66 of 1995, as amended by the Labour Relations Amendment Act of 2002;

The experiences of the Council in expedited dispute resolution processes conducted under the auspices of the Council.

THE PARTIES TO COUNCIL THEREFORE AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

That Collective Agreement No. 6 of 2000 shall lapse and be replaced by this Collective Agreement upon this agreement taking effect; and

That this Collective Agreement shall comprise of the following:

DISPUTE RESOLUTION

Any dispute arising from the application or interpretation of this collective agreement shall be referred to the Council for resolution in terms of its dispute resolution procedures.
